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The event that influenced my choice of career

The last illegal tickets are being sold at Utrecht central station, only an hour before 'Armin Only 2008' will start ; some people always try to beat the system. This year the organisation  tried to get on top of the black-market in all sorts of ways. Security is better than ever and the ticket control can't be avoided.  Last year, there were some problems with the foreign public, so they tried to spread ticket sales around the world as much as possible and only four organisations were officially able to sell tickets.

This may look like a good solution, but in practice it proved to be very difficult. 

Ticketbox was the only agency to deliver tickets to people’s homes whilst the other vendors used E-Tickets sent via e-mail or SMS.  The E-Tickets then had to be exchanged for paper tickets at the venue, which meant extremely long queues - 10,000 customers in four hours. That’s an average of 2,500 customers per hour or 40 per minute divided over the 12 exchange counters. A logistical nightmare!

Drug abuse is also a large problem for these types of parties. In spite of good checks at the entrance  a lot of illegal trade still gets in. This event took a new initiative in stopping illegal drug use by having a public prosecutor present. This officer could proceed to conviction after finding prohibited drugs.  This was an outright success.

My observation of this event influenced my career choice. I have considered the logistical challenges and concluded that it would definitely be possible to do things differently. You can influence these procedures as a media manager. Indeed, it is often necessary to have the manager’s perspective instead of the producer’s. The producer is closely involved with the project in many ways and that could make him/her blind to potential logistical problems.
